Special
care is taken not to damage the gravel plains and
cause unnecessary damage to the dune eco system.

Your guide will stop continuously to look for tracks
(known locally as reading the bushman newspaper),
to determine which animals were active the
previous night and wherever possible will try to
catch some of them to show you.

Great care is taken in sharing knowledge with you
on each desert animal and plant, including emphasis
on special adaptations and perfect design used for
survival in the desert.
