Beautifully situated at the foot of the
Campsie Hills, which provide the water supply for the
whisky making, the tour here will introduce you to the
simple but magical process of turning barley, water and
yeast into whisky. From here you will take a scenic drive to
the shores of Loch Lomond in the heart of Scotland’s first
National Park for a tasty pub lunch and the chance to
sample some local beers. After lunch we recommend a
short walk to the viewpoint overlooking the loch and all its
islands before heading off towards the second distillery of
the day at Deanston. This converted cotton mill on the
banks of the River Teith has many interesting features and
produces some unique flavours in its whisky. After a
relaxed afternoon visit here you will return to Edinburgh
with the stories and flavours of single malt whisky fresh in
your mind.
